There will be a Special Congregational Meeting on
Sunday, September 9 at 11:15 a.m. following the sec-
ond service to consider the following motion:

“We approve the expenditure of $4,860.00 to Zeiset
Concrete of Akron, PA to replace and seal the con-
crete steps in front of the church, and reinstall the rail-
ing.”

Any non-budgeted expenditure exceeding $3,500
must be approved by the congregation. Additional
information about the motion and proposed project
can be found in packets on the table under the mail-
boxes.

Results of the Special Congrega-
tional Meeting on August 5th

At a Special Congregational Meeting on Sunday, August
5th following both the 8 a.m. and 9 a.m. services (the
meeting was called into recess between the services and
then resumed), the congregation approved two motions.

The first, that we approve the expenditure of an addi-
tional $14,000 to SDG Organs of Millersville for the
work needed to complete the organ renovation project,
was passed 76 to 0 (8 a.m.—25t0 0, 9 a.m.—51 to 0).
This money will come from the remainder of the Organ
Fund.

The second motion, that we approve the expenditure of
$29,146 to Horst Construction for preconstruction and
design costs with regard to Elevator and/or Kitchen pro-
jects, was passed 58 to 8 (8 a.m.—14 to 6, 9 a.m. - 44 to
2). This money will come from the Improvement Fund,
which holds money from the Chapel sale.
